Fire Fighters Jill King and Dan Virchow have completed all requirements of their probation
period and have met all qualifications required by the Department. The Fire Chief recommends
that these Fire Fighters be appointed an active Fire Fighter Status as of March 1, 2019.

ltem G

Approve Station #2 District Chief Selection
The vacant Station Two District Chief position is recommended by the Fire Chief to be filled.
Interested firefighters were asked to submit a letter of intent, resume, and any pertinent
certificates to the Fire Chief. Based on the selection process that included qualifications,
experience, training, and a written test; individuals were interviewed for these positions. The
interview committee comprised of the Fire Chief, Deputy Fire Chief and Commander Shelly
Orlando of the Anoka County Sheriff’s Department (and our City’s Sheriff Liaison).

After review of the qualifications, experience, training, written test results and personal
interviews with qualified individuals Rod Sanow is recommended for this position. The term of
this position will run through December 31, 2021.

Mr. Sanow is presently the Acting District Chief at Station 2. Mr. Sanow is always a top
performer for the East Bethel Fire Department. Mr. Sanow’s experience includes 19 years as a
fire fighter with the positions of Captain, Lieutenant and Fire Inspector during his service.
Captain Sanow meets all the education, experience and performance requirements as set by
the City for the Fire Department Job Descriptions.

The East Bethel City Council met on March 4, 2019, at 7:00 p.m. for the City Council Work Meeting at City

Hall.

1.0 The March 4, 2019, City Council Work Meeting was called to order by Mayor Voss at
Call to Order 7:00 p.m.
2.0 Harrington stated I’ll make a motion to adopt tonight’s agenda. Plaisance stated
Adopt Agenda I’ll second. Voss asked any discussion? All in favor say aye?” All in favor. Voss

asked opposed? Hearing none motion passes. Motion passes unanimously.
3.0 Davis presented the staff report, indicating Staff has received a complaint from the
Deerwood/Pine  property owner at 2051 Deerwood Lane concerning storm water runoff along his

Grove Estates
Drainage Issue

western property line.

Pine Grove Estates was platted in 1971 and was designed to utilize existing drainage
patterns to route storm water flows through and beyond the subdivision. No interior
drainage/utility easements were recorded as part of the plat and storm water drains along
natural drainage courses in the development. However, the absence of recorded
easement is not the cause of any drainage issues at 2051 Deerwood Lane.

This property is located at the point where storm water from upstream properties Pine
Grove Estates collects and is discharged in drainage swale and conveyed to a wetlands.
This existing drainage swale was altered in 2005 with the installation of a replacement
septic system for this property.

In the fall of 2005, the previous homeowner installed new septic tanks and a mound
drain field. These tanks are located within five feet of the property line and adjacent to
an existing drainage swale that collects the discharge from a large part of the
subdivision. A 12” plastic pipe was installed by the septic company alongside the tanks
and mound system at the time of installation to divert water around these structures.

Overflow of the existing drainage swale on the property has occurred due to blockage of
the pipe inlet and outlet. Staff obtained a right of trespass from both adjacent property
owners and cleaned the outlet of the private pipe and fixed the inlet by anchoring it and
adding a collar so it would not rise out of the ground during periods of high flow in the
swale.

The City Engineer has performed storm water calculations and determined the private
pipe should be increased to 18” or completely removed and returned to the existing
overland drainage to accommodate the anticipated peak storm water flows.

The City Attorney has stated that the passage of time has established a public drainage
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way right for those areas that serve as drainage pathways for the past 15 years and are

located on private lands.

He noted that the residence purchased by Mr. Keis was built in 1974. Mr. Keis acquired
the property in 2013. Soils reports on file at City Hall and contained in the 2005 sewage
system replacement application and 2013 compliance report indicate mottling at depths
ranging from 2” - 21”in the backyard of this property. Soil mottling reveals the presence
of water table levels in the soil profile. The property owner is concerned with potential
flooding and saturated soils issues and is requesting a solution from the City.

This item was discussed at the November 28, 2018 City Council Work Meeting and
Council requested that staff provide cost estimates for discussion and review at the
January 23, 2019 Work Meeting.

Cost Estimates were presented to the Council at the January 23, 2018 Meeting and those
options were considered and discussed. Council requested that Staff provide additional
historical perspective on this matter for their review for the March Work Meeting. Staff
have interviewed several people such as, Sherri Anderson, longtime City Clerk; Don
Anderson and Don Greiep, longtime fire department members; Doug Meyenberg,
Public Works employee and former Mayor; Dan Dobbs, current Public Works employee
and past resident of the neighborhood; and Brad LeTourneau former Public Works
Director prior to 2006. He presented their general memories of the drainage and paving
that was done in this area.

Nicholas Keis, 2051 Deerwood Lane, stated that he had spoken with residents who have
lived in this neighborhood for considerable periods of time. He shared some of the
information he had gathered from the neighbors about the differences in drainage before
and after the road was paved.

Davis stated that the people he spoke to knew that there was a drainage problem in this
area but did not have specifics. He stated that Mr. LeTourneau stated that the City did
not install the drain pipe.

Mr. Keis noted that he had spoken with Lashinkski’s who had installed the septic
system, but their records did not go that far back. He stated that when he showed them
the plans and mentioned the 12-inch corrugated culvert, they mentioned that they would
not have installed that because they use something smoother.

Erkel asked what year Mr. Keis moved to the property. Mr. Keis noted that he had
moved there in 2013.

Davis presented some photographs of the area, the culvert, and the drainage swale.
Ronning stated that this problem will not be going away and will probably get worse.
Erkel stated that she doesn’t see how this situation is the City’s responsibility.

Mr. Keis stated that his basement flooded within the first 3 months of living there and

he spoke to the realtor and found that it would be a very expensive mediation process.
He decided to put in drain tile himself, however the egress from his house is getting
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washed away whenever he tries to put anything in to protect his foundation. He noted
that he has video on his laptop that shows the flow of water.

Davis showed the location of the mound and the pipe.

Voss stated that it appears obvious that the pipe is not sized properly. Davis agreed and
reiterated that the City Engineer feels it should have been at least an 18-inch pipe. He
noted that the source of the problem appears to be the discharge from the subdivision.

Erkel asked if one of the options for addressing the drainage was to put in street drain
buckets similar to what was done on her street a few years ago. Davis stated that there is
not enough of an elevation difference to be able to put in a catch basin. He reviewed the
four options that were given by the City Engineer to replace the existing pipe with a
larger pipe, replace the existing pipe and extend the pipe to the edge of the street, take
out existing pipe and put in natural drainage swale, or replace the existing pipe and have
a drainage swale connected to it.

Erkel expressed concern that if the City steps in and does work on this property and it
doesn’t work then the City is even more responsible. She reiterated that she does not
see that any of this is the City’s responsibility. Davis stated if the City decides to do
something, an easement will need to be obtained from Mr. Keis and the adjoining
property owner.

Voss asked if there were any other drainage issues in this neighborhood. Davis stated
that there had been no other drainage issues reported to him. He reviewed the elevation
levels of the homes in the area.

Ronning asked how much the proximity of the mound system is to blame for the
problems. Davis stated that he believes the mound system is the reason the pipe was
installed.

Ronning stated that the City approved the mound system and its construction so he
believes the City does share some of the responsibility.

Voss stated that nobody knows when the culvert pipe was installed. Davis noted that
the drawings simply state “12-inch drain pipe” but it is not clear whether it was
proposed or if it was already installed.

Harrington noted that none of the cost estimates include the potential easements
acquisition costs.

Mr. Keis noted that he had looked at this house in 2010 before it was remodeled and
almost stepped into a flooded basement. He stated that he came back in 2013 and
remodeled it and did not mention anything about the flooding. He expected that the
drain tiles would handle the issue. He explained that he did not realize the house was
the same one with the flooding issue that he had looked at in 2010 until after it flooded
again when he moved in. He explained that he had chosen to install drain tiles rather
than pursue legal recourse because it was less expensive.

Davis stated that an inspection was done on the property in about 1983 and the City
recommended that the first floor be raised which he assumes meant fill in the basement
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because there was such a large issue with the water table at that time. He stated that as
stated in the previous discussions there was fill placed without a permit and the person
who has done it has been notified and is in the process of removing it.

Voss stated that it doesn’t appear as thought this problem is too much of a surprise and
Mr. Keis had a potential legal remedy shortly after he moved into the house but chose
not to pursue that option. He agrees that it is hard to see this as a City responsibility.

Mr. Keis noted that there is one other neighbor that he knows as a wet basement and
mentioned other neighbors that may have problems. He noted that he has not had any
flooding problems since he installed the drain tiles but is concerned about his septic
system washing away.

Voss stated that he had misunderstood and thought that Mr. Keis was still having
flooding issues. He reiterated that he does not see where there is City responsibility for
this issue and struggles to find a way to help.

Ronning asked if the City Engineer had expressed an opinion on the proximity of the
mound system. Davis stated that he had not expressed an opinion but indicated any
design of a solution would require no disturbance of the system. Davis suggested a
possible solution to deal with the erosion and the water nearing the inspection pipes on
the tanks would be to install a retaining wall in the problem area at an elevation that
wouldn’t force more water onto the neighboring property.

Mr. Keis stated that he would like to raise the elevation of his yard.

Voss noted that he could not recontour his property to push water onto his neighbor’s
property but that putting a flower bed along his foundation and a retaining wall
shouldn’t be a problem.

Davis noted that the City Engineer did not give an opinion as to the best solution, but
simply gave the City four possible options to consider. He stated that if anything is
done, the City is recommending an open drainage swale.

Mr. Keis asked if the City would consider taking down a portion of the trees in this area
so he can create a larger swale to deal with the water.

Plaisance stated that he doesn’t see this as a City responsibility and believes the trees are
in the neighbor’s property, not the City’s.

Davis stated that if the City is involved and does any work on the property, there will
need to be a drainage easement, but if it is a private matter between neighbors, one
would not be required. He noted that the estimated costs were simply construction
estimates and do not include engineering or design or easement acquisitions.

Plaisance stated that he does not see how the City has any responsibility for this issue.
Erkel agreed and stated that she felt it would set a precedent.
Harrington stated that he did not think it would set a precedent because the City really

takes these situations on a case by case basis.
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Ronning stated that he would like to find something that the City can do to assist Mr.
Keis, even if it is just a goodwill gesture.

Mr. Keis stated that he thinks it is worth investigating whether other homes in the
development are having water issues.

Voss stated that it doesn’t appear that the Council, as a whole, has any desire to
move this officially forward and suggested that Mr. Keis continue to communicate
with City Administrator Davis and reiterated his suggestion of installing a
retaining wall.

Fire Chief DuCharme noted that this is a continuation of past discussions and reviewed
the staff report, indicating that in early 2018, District Fire Chief Mark Prachar was
directed, by the Fire Chief, to conduct a compensation study of Anoka County Fire
Departments Paid-On-Call Firefighters. District Chief Prachar contacted all Fire
Departments in Anoka County and received eight responses. In addition to asking for
pay information, other benefits were requested.

District Chief Prachar has taken the data received from the responding Fire Departments
and prepared a written report to the Fire Chief with proposed pay rates and schedules for
the Council to consider in the 2020 budget process. The report is an attachment to the
agenda material for this meeting.

Currently, East Bethel Firefighters are paid per hour, with one hour minimum. If a fire
call last 20 minutes, the Firefighters are paid one hour. If a call goes past one hour,
Firefighters are paid per hour.

The 2019 Pay Rates for Firefighters are:
Probationary Firefighter $9.34 per hour

Firefighter | $10.54 per hour
Firefighter II $11.69 per hour
Firefighter III $12.87 per hour
Fire Department Officers are paid:

Deputy Fire Chief $ 544.65
District Fire Chief $292.47
Captain $ 146.24
Lieutenant $117.45

As 1s demonstrated in Chief Prachar’s report, East Bethel has fallen behind in
comparison of many of the Anoka County Fire Departments’ pay schedules. Chief
Prachar is proposing a pay schedule that is similar, in format, with the City’s pay
Schedule and continues the pay increases granted to other City employees.

The initial pay plan, as proposed, would be:

Firefighters

Probationary Firefighter $15.10 per hour
Firefighter I $16.21 to $17.86 per hour
Firefighter II $16.26 to $18.05 per hour
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Firefighter III $17.45 to $19.24 per hour
Fire Department Officers:
Deputy Fire Chief $ 787.20/month
District Fire Chief $ 590.40/month
Captain $ 295.20/month
Lieutenant $ 196.80/month

The report also proposes Personal Time Off (PTO) for Firefighters. At this time, the
PTO portion of this proposal is off the table and need not be discussed.

Although the proposal discusses the above figures, a sliding scale over two or three
years to achieve these goals might be more appropriate. An example would be (using
the current high pay of Firefighter III) Year 1: § 12.87 X 2.5% (estimated COL 2020) X
10%. In three years, using this catch up formula, the average would come very close to
the proposed pay structure.

Fire Chief DuCharme stated that the difference between the current pay scale and the
proposed pay scale from 2019 to 2020 would be about $10,700. He gave an overview
of the yearly increases until 2023.

Voss noted that it appears that the pay scale for officers is more out of whack than for
the fire fighters. Fire Chief DuCharme suggested that this be looked at on a yearly basis
to make sure it lines up.

Erkel stated that she is surprised at how little the fire fighters are paid.

Plaisance asked for clarification on Fire Fighter 1 and Fire Fighter 2 pay rates. Fire
Chief DuCharme explained that the reason why those two positions pay rates are so
close is because every fire fighter that comes into the academy is moved into Fire
Fighter 2 status within a year. He noted that all the fire fighters are trained up to Fire
Fighter 2 status and cannot stop at Fire Fighter 1 status. He noted that Fire Fighter 3 is
optional additional education.

Plaisance asked for details on the probationary fire fighter status. Fire Chief DuCharme
gave an overview of the probationary period, training and fire calls.

Erkel asked about retirement benefits for fire fighters. Fire Chief DuCharme gave an
overview of the benefits available to the fire fighters and explained the difference
between the current plan and the plan available through the State. He stated that he is
proposing the 2020 pay rate and a yearly presentation to consider adjusting it annually

The Council discussed the budget repercussions to this proposed increase and how the
City can budget for it. Davis noted the information included in the packet that outlines
the call pay from Anoka County for similar cities.

Voss stated that he likes how this plan is laid out and feels it should go to the Council
before heading to the Finance Committee.

Davis stated that he will put this on the agenda for the March 11, 2019 Council
meeting.
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Fire Chief DuCharme noted that the other thing he is here to discuss with the Council is
the staffing report and the possibility for Deputy Fire Inspector. He explained that he
had included a draft job description for a Deputy Fire Inspector.

Currently, property inspections, code compliance, fire safety plan reviews, school fire
education programs, fire investigations and certain administrative duties are the duties
of a part time paid on call firefighter. Eight hours per week are allocated to the part-
time position. With the growth and development of the City, the Inspector is
overwhelmed with these duties and is not able to respond as quickly to questions,
inspections, fire reports and plan reviews that staff, property owners and residents
expect and the Fire Department is not able to provide these necessary services on a
timely fashion, is at all. As growth continues, fewer of these tasks will be able to be
completed.

The Deputy Fire Inspector could handle the “non” primary medical calls, reducing the
cost and number of calls the Day Crew responds to.

The hiring of a full-time employee (FTE) is a major step in solving these issues. A code
compliance individual with duties that address responding to calls (manly daytime),
code compliance and administrative continuity.

The duties of this position and the time dedicated to completion of these tasks would
include:

Respond to Emergency Calls 20%
Fire Inspections, Including initial inspections and re-inspections ~ 40%
Plan review 10%
Report writing including monthly reports 10%
Pre plan review writing 5%
Fire Investigation 2.5%
Fire Education (school programs) 2.5%
Administrative duties 5%
Review of Fire Reports 5%

This FTE would also assist in organization and orderly retaining of Fire Department
records and documents. The Deputy Fire Inspector will data input information on
training of firefighters, property information and assist in managing the Public Safety
Data System and the Record Management System. The FTE would also respond to
public inquiries, when assign by the Fire Chief.

With the addition of Deputy Fire Inspector, all businesses in the City could receive an
annual fire safety inspection, pre plans would be up to date on all businesses, plan
reviews could be completed in a timely manner, and provide a dependable responder to
emergency incidents. Records of flow rates, inspections and history of fire hydrants and
code compliance would be able to be kept current and accessible.

The Deputy Fire Inspector would also cover administrative duties should Senior Staff be

unavailable or absent due to illness or personal time off. The Deputy Fire Marshal

would be able to provide the services that Senior Staff provide on a temporary basis and
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keep the daily workflow up to date.

Possible offset to some of the cost of this FTE could be from revenue generated from
Fire Plan Reviews, Sprinkler and Alarm permit fees and certain inspections.

The annual salary for this position is proposed to range from $55,861.40 to $68,123.66,
Grade 7, depending on qualifications.

Voss noted that last year there was talk about bringing on an administrative position to
the Fire Department.

Fire Chief DuCharme stated that last year his initial thought had been to create a Deputy
Fire Chief position to handle administrative tasks. He noted that in retrospect, he is
happy the Council gave him time to take a closer look at what the needs for the Fire
Department really are. He believes one of the biggest needs is in code compliance
which this position would address.

Erkel asked if there had been any research done on whether this can be made cost-
neutral due to billings. Davis stated that he thinks that is a discussion the Council
should have once the position is approved, to see if the cost can be covered outside of
the general levy.

Voss stated that he felt it was worthwhile to have the discussion, but it is in essence
charging the residents for services. He asked if it would be possible to take a look at the
past year and calculate what would have been able to be billed if this position existed.

Fire Chief DuCharme stated that they can look through the past year and come up with
that information.

The Council decided that the discussion of this position should be tied to the
possible revenue sources that may come from this position.

Fire Chief DuCharme stated that he will try to have the information in time for
discussion at the Council Work Session in April.

Davis presented the staff report and noted that the City Council discussed a
recommendation of changes to the City Ordinance relating to the exemption of service
dogs from the kennel license requirements at the February 4, 2019 Council Work
Meeting and continued this discussion at the February 25, 2019 City Council Meeting.
Amendments to the first draft of the Ordinance are contained in Attachment 2 and
address the concerns of Council as to number of dogs qualifying for exemption.

The term “service dog” is used as a universal term referring to a variety of different
types of assistance dog. For the purpose of this proposed Ordinance amendment the
term service dog shall mean any dog that is individually trained to do work or perform
tasks for the benefit of an individual with a disability, including a physical, sensory,
psychiatric, intellectual, or other mental disability as defined by the Americans with
Disabilities Act (ADA).

For the purpose of this proposed Ordinance amendment the term therapy dogs shall
mean obedience and temperament-trained dogs that have particular qualities conducive
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to visit settings such as hospitals, senior centers, care facilities, and schools.

Davis noted that the amended ordinance language allows for one documented Service
Dog and would be exempt from the kennel license, as well as one documented Therapy
Dog, per residence that would be exempt from the kennel license. He stated that the
requirements of subsection (a) would also exempt one government law enforcement
dog, military service dog, or search and rescue dog per residence. He noted that
language about emotional support/companion dogs had been removed. He
recommended that the $300 escrow fee be removed from a kennel license and noted that
the fee could also be reduced which may help encourage more people to obtain the
license.

The Council asked that this item be brought to the next Council meeting for
discussion.

Davis presented the staff report and noted that as approved by City Council on January
7, 2019, City Council meeting days were moved to the 2" and 4" Monday of each
calendar month. The work meetings were set for the 1 Monday of the month (See
Attachment 1).

The approval was done by Resolution but must also be changed in Ordinance.
Attachment 2 recommends an Ordinance change to Section 2-57 to address this
requirement.

The proposed ordinance change would update the City Code, so that all City Council
meeting dates may be set by resolution. This change would eliminate the duplication of
work for passing both a resolution and an ordinance change each time meeting dates are
changed/set.

The Council directed staff to bring this item to the next Council meeting.

Davis presented the staff report and noted that in order to address future requests for
paving of City gravel roads, we should explore a means to create a fund dedicated for
this purpose. This need was emphasized during the last petition for a paving project for
Xylite, Zumbrota, 216" and 219" Avenues. The scope of this project, 8,400 LF at a cost
of $814,000, was the largest ever submitted and would have impacted other scheduled
street capital projects had it been approved.

The City upfronts the cost of these projects but recovers this funding over time through
an assessment on the benefitting property owners. The concern of this method of
financing is the impact of the reduction of funds available for other planned street
projects over the assessment term.

In order to continue and not disrupt the plans for our programmed street improvements
while concurrently financing a petitioned paving project, other sources of funds are
needed to cover the extra expense that is not included in our annual budgets.

Petitioned paving projects are generally introduced with no regularity and normally do
not correspond with the annual budget process, need to be addressed in a short time
frame and are independent of and not included in our capital improvement plans. For
these reasons, it is recommended that Council look at other funding sources for these
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types of requests.

Options to consider for additional funding could include:
e Transfers from the General Fund to an account specifically for paving of gravel
roads; and
e Adoption of a franchise fee on utility billings with part or all of the proceeds
dedicated to an account for the paving of gravel roads.

Transfers from the General Fund to a petitioned paving account would take at least 10
years to reach a level that could fund a project and leave a balance in place to revolve
the fund. Franchise fees could generate monies to reach this level in as little as 2 years.
It is anticipated that a petitioned paving account fund could reach a level that required
no additional contributions and would be restored through the collection of assessments.

Davis reviewed the costs from 2017 to maintain the 16 miles of unpaved roads in the
City’s street system and noted that it was about $125,540. He noted that most cities
assess for paving unpaved road, however, the City of Ham Lake caps their assessment at
$15,000 per lot.

Davis gave an overview of the history of neighborhood interest in paving projects in the
City. He stated that once the costs were revealed, the residents have historically not
been interested in pursuing the paving.

Voss stated that the Finance Committee had discussed the possibility of starting a fund
for gravel road redevelopment but it did not go anywhere because of the cost.

The Council discussed possible ways to generate funds and be transparent with residents
in order to start being able to up front costs for these road projects as a way to move
towards more paved roads in the City.

The Council decided to postpone further discussion until the budget discussion
later in the year.

Harrington stated I’ll make a motion to adjourn. Erkel stated I’ll second. Voss
asked any discussion? All in favor say aye?” All in favor. Voss asked opposed?

Hearing none motion passes. Motion passes unanimously.

Meeting adjourned at 9:15 p.m.

This line item
is for a refund for those charges. He stated that the Met Council item is for their share
of SAC and WAC fees that the City collected from the senior housing project.
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Erkel stated I’ll make a motion to approve Item A of the Consent Agenda.

To the motion, all in
favor say aye. All in favor. Voss asked any opposed? That motion passes. Motion
passes unanimously.

Harrington introduced the new member of the URRWMO, Radja Lohse.

Erkel stated I’ll second. Voss asked any discussion? To the motion, all in favor say
aye.

Erkel asked why the Council was not involved in reviewing resumes or interviewing
potential employees. Davis stated that the precedent established by the City was
interviews and recommendations to Council were past practice, unless Council
requested to be part of a particular interview. He stated that if any of the Council
would like to sit in on the interview process, just let him know. Erkel stated that she
would like to be involved in future interview panels and hiring.

Erkel stated I’ll make a motion to approve Item D of the Consent Agenda.
Ronning stated I’ll second. Voss asked any discussion? To the motion, all in favor
say aye. All in favor. Voss asked any opposed? That motion passes. Motion passes
unanimously.

Erkel stated that this seems very expensive and more of a luxury item because a cell
phone would be adequate and serve the same purpose. She stated that she had read all
the information included in the packet and was not convinced that the expenditure
would be worth it.

Davis explained the difference between a cell phone and the radio is that with a cell
phone you can only communicate party to party and with the radio you can
communicate with everybody at once. He noted that it can be set up to have different
channels for different departments, including emergency channels. He stated that he
thinks this radio is needed and critical to the City and noted that the current system is
about 20 years old.

Voss stated I’ll make a motion to approve Item E of the Consent Agenda.
Harrington stated I’ll second. Voss asked any discussion?

Ronning asked if there was a projected lifespan for the radios. Davis stated that there
is a standard one-year warranty but would expect that they would last at least 10 years.

Voss asked about the quantity and locations for the radios. Davis explained that
because these are portable and don’t need to be hard wired like the last system they will

not need as many.

Plaisance stated that he realizes this is an expense for the City but sees it as necessary
equipment for the safety and efficiency of staff and the residents.
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Erkel stated that she feels like the City needs to get spending under control and does
not need to “keep up with the Joneses” because East Bethel is a small City. She stated
that she feels this expense could wait until there are surplus funds available. Davis
explained that the funds for this were already set aside as part of the capital equipment
replacement funding process and did not affect this year’s budget.

Voss stated that he thinks that having the ability to communicate with the County is
also important. To the motion, all in favor say aye. Plaisance, Voss, Ronning and
Harrington — Aye. Voss asked any opposed? Erkel — Nay. That motion passes.
Motion passes 4-1.

Commission, Association and Task Force Reports

Davis presented the staff report, indicating Mr. Steve Strandlund of Carrington
Development (the Developer) and Mr. James Rushfeldt, the Owner, are requesting
approval to subdivide a 73-acre parcel for a 16-lot residential development.

The site is located in the northwest corner of the City and is accessed by 241 and 243"
Avenues which are City of Bethel Streets. 245" Avenue accesses the site on the north
but the travel portion of this road fronting the proposed plat is entirely in Athens
Township. The lots would range from 2 acres to 7 acres in size, with the average lot
size of 4.3 acres. The property is zoned Rural Residential and the primary access would
be from 243 Avenue. The Developer has submitted his plans to the City of Bethel
and the City of Bethel’s comments are presented in Attachment 1.

The Developer presented the concept plan for Prairie Pines to the Planning
Commission at their December 18, 2018 Meeting. As a result of this meeting, the
concept plan was modified and the Preliminary Plat was presented to the Planning
Commission at their February 26, 2019 for their review and the required public hearing
regarding preliminary plat approval.

At the public hearing there were three residents from the City of Bethel and one East
Bethel resident who spoke in opposition to access to the development from 241% and
243" Avenues. One East Bethel resident who lives on 245" Avenue commented on the
potential impact of traffic on this street from the proposed subdivision. City of Bethel
Councilperson Richard Wiitala expressed concerns of the City of Bethel that needed to
be addressed but did not indicate that their City was opposed to the extension of 243
Avenue to access the site.

After the considering comments from the public hearing and discussing the proposal,
the Planning Commission recommended approval of the Concept/Preliminary Plat for
Prairie Pines dated 1/29/19 and revised February 25, 2019 by a 6 to 1 vote with
Commission Member Terry voting no.

Subject to addressing any outstanding concerns, it is anticipated that the Final Plat will
be presented to the Planning Commission by no later than their April 23, 2019 Meeting
and brought before Council by or before their May 13, 2019 meeting.

The Planning Commission recommends that City Council consider approval of the
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Concept/Preliminary Plat for Prairie Pines, subject to the following conditions:
1. That the plat conforms to Chapter 66 and Appendix A, Section 42
2. Developer needs to address to and respond to all comments from the City Staff, City
Engineer and City of Bethel.
3. Developer enters into a Developer’s agreement with the cities of Bethel and East
Bethel.

Ronning stated I’ll make a motion to approve Prairie Pines Preliminary Plat,
subject to conditions as recommended by the Planning Commission. Erkel stated
I’ll second. Voss asked any discussion?

Erkel asked if the development had received approval from the DNR for the wetland
issues. Davis stated that the wetlands have been delineated. Erkel asked if there would
be any trails as part of this development. Davis stated that he has discussed it with
Bethel Councilmember Wiitala and thinks it may be difficult to do because of
easements and private property.

Richard Wiitala, 24075 Dogwood Street, Bethel, discussed the potential path and
access options for trails but noted that there is wetland in the area. The Council
discussed possible trail locations and wetland impact.

Erkel asked if anyone had spoken to the State Parks and Recreation Department about
the desire for a trail in this area. Mr. Wiitala stated that Bethel is just trying to make
provisions for the potential to have trails for future developments. He stated that they
would also like the City to address the access at 245", He stated that Bethel is asking
that it be improved to East Bethel City standards so fire rigs and snow plows are able to
get in and out.

Harrington stated that he hates to see all the trees go, the power lines would need to be
moved which will be costly and will also make the lots a bit smaller. Mr. Wiitala
stated that Bethel will not approve the development without this issue being addressed.

Davis stated the intersection of 245" and University is all wetlands and the wetland
credits alone could cost $10,000 to $12,000 and doesn’t cover any costs that may arise
from having to muck out the wetlands. He stated that they also do not know what
either the Anoka or Isanti County Highway Departments would have to say about the
intersection and whether it warranted a turn lane. Davis explained some of the
conversations that the City has had with Athens.

Voss asked if the Bethel Council had taken action on this item. Mr. Wiitala stated that
they have not taken action and that he was present because they wanted to talk amongst
the cities about the development.

Voss asked why Bethel was involved in this development because it is between Athens
and East Bethel. Mr. Wiitala stated that it is about access and wanting to have two
roads when there is an opportunity.

Steve Strandlund, 987 249" Isanti, stated that the discussion surrounding 245" came up
at the Preliminary Plan stage and he believes this is an opportune time for the City to

get the road up to the standard it should be.
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Voss clarified that what Mr. Strandlund was talking about was relocating 245™ and
reconstructing it as a gravel road not a paved road. Voss stated that he isn’t sure he
likes the precedent of building a gravel road when the City is trying to get rid of gravel
roads.

Mr. Strandlund stated that his proposal is to do the earth work to move the road and get
it ready for gravel. He stated that he will need one of the cities to head up the project
when it comes to moving utilities. He reviewed the right-of-way, easements and utility
locations.

Plaisance asked if the $100,000 quote from the City Engineer included everything.
Davis stated that that figure is not a quote from the City Engineer and explained that he
had given the City estimated costs of wetland credits and tree removal, so that number
is an estimate of a worst case scenario.

Voss noted that only 4 homes have frontage on 245" Voss asked City Attorney
Sweeney if the City can have one of the conditions be approval by another city. City
Attorney Sweeney stated the condition is that the City of Bethel enters into a
Development Agreement with Mr. Strandlund and stated that the City can have that as
a valid condition.

Plaisance stated he is not sure that the City can agree to the request about 245",
Harrington stated if the City is even considering doing anything to 245", he would like
to get feedback from the 4 property owners because it will involve taking about 30 feet
of their property for the road. Voss noted that the motion, as it stands does not address
245" Ronning withdrew the motion. Erkel withdrew the second. No motion on
the table.

Harrington stated I’ll make a motion to table discussion on the Prairie Pines
Preliminary Plat and ask staff to provide more information regarding cost and
gather feedback from neighbors for the next Council meeting. Erkel stated I’ll
second. All in favor. Voss asked any opposed? That motion passes. Motion passes
unanimously.

Davis presented the staff report and noted that Mr. David Carlin on behalf of his
family’s estate is requesting that the property located at 19832 East Bethel Blvd., be
split into two parcels. Parcel A being 26.19 acres in size and Parcel B being 3.0 acres
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in size with an existing home. There will be no new roads created as a result of this lot
split.

The area is zoned Rural Residential and under that zoning classification a new lot
needs to be 2 /2 acres and have 200 feet of frontage. Parcel B, as shown in Attachment
1, meets the requirements of the RR district. Parcel A is a much larger parcel that the
family will keep in trust. Mr. Carlin has been informed that Parcel A, the remaining 26
acres, could not be further subdivided. Mr. Carlin has paid all the fees associated with
the conditions of an Administrative Lot Split, including the Park Dedication fee of
$2,000.00.

The request for an Administrative Subdivision for this property satisfies the
requirements of Chapter 66, Article V, Section 66-134-3, Administrative Lot Split.

Staff recommends that the City Council approve the Administrative Lot Split for David
Carlin and Terry Elgin at 19832 East Bethel Blvd, PID 22-33-23-34-0001 as exhibited
in Attachment 1.

Ronning stated I’ll make a motion to approve the Administrative Lot Split for
David Carlin and Terry Elgin at 19832 East Bethel Blvd, PID 22-33-23-34-0001.
Harrington stated I’ll second. Voss asked any discussion?

Erkel asked for the reason behind the lot split. Davis stated that the lot split was a
choice of the owners and did not require an explanation to the City. To the motion, all
in favor say aye. All in favor. Voss asked any opposed? That motion passes. Motion
passes unanimously.

Davis presented the staff report and noted that in early 2018, District Fire Chief Mark
Prachar was directed, by the Fire Chief, to prepare a comparative pay/benefit study of
Anoka County Fire Departments Paid-On-Call Firefighters. District Chief Prachar
received data from eight Fire Departments and based on this information prepared a
report with proposed pay rates and schedules for the Council to consider in the 2020
budget.

The 2019 hourly pay rates for Firefighters are as follows:

Probationary Firefighter $ 9.34 per hour
Firefighter I $10.54 per hour
Firefighter II $11.69 per hour
Firefighter III $12.87 per hour

The 2019 monthly payments for Fire Department Officers:
Deputy Fire Chief $ 544.65
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District Fire Chief $292.47
Captain $ 146.24
Lieutenant $117.45

As documented in Chief Prachar’s report, East Bethel has fallen behind in comparison
to many of the Anoka County Fire Departments’ pay schedules. This information is
exhibited in Attachments 2 and 3.

A pay plan to equalize the differential between these scales is presented below and as
Attachment 1. The pay plan is designed to incrementally increase hourly pay over a
four-year period to equalize our scale with the rates of surrounding Cities. The annual
increase to bring our wages in line with other local fire departments is approximately
13% over a four-year period.

Rates for Firefighter 2 and 3 would peak in 2022 and remain flat for 2023. Rates for
Lieutenants compensation would essentially top out in 2022 see only a slight increase
for 2023.

The average impact of these increases to a City Budget of $5,500,000 would amount to
a levy increase of 0.2%

As the adoption of City Budgets are only for the upcoming year, approval of the Plan
only commits the Council to those increase identified for the 2020. However, the plan
serves as a goal and guide for subsequent budgeting for this item through 2023.

Harrington stated I’ll make a motion to approve the firefighter pay plan as a
recommendation to the Finance Committee for inclusion in the draft 2020 Budget.
Erkel stated I’ll second. Voss asked any discussion?

Voss noted that this is a four- or five-year plan and will be reviewed annually as the
City moves forward. Davis stated that each year the increase will need to be
reapproved as part of the budget process.

Erkel stated that she is all for this increase because she was surprised at how little the
firefighters are paid. To the motion, all in favor say aye. Allin favor. Voss asked any
opposed? That motion passes. Motion passes unanimously.

Davis presented the staff report, indicating that the City Council had approved on
January 7, 2019, Council meeting days were changed to the 2™ and 4™ Monday of each
calendar month. The work meetings were set for the 1% Monday of the month (See
Attachment 1).

The approval was done by Resolution but must also be changed in Ordinance.
Attachment 2 recommends an Ordinance change to Section 2-57 (a) to address this
requirement.

The proposed ordinance would update the City Code, so that all City Council meeting
dates may be set by resolution. This change would eliminate the duplication of work
for passing both a resolution and an ordinance amendment should meeting dates be
changed in the future.
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Staff requests that City Council approve the amendment to the Ordinance as presented
in Attachment 3, Proposed Changes to Sec. 2-57 (a), Regular Meetings — Ordinance
Revision

Plaisance stated I’ll make a motion to approve the Amendment to the Ordinance
as presented in Attachment 3, Proposed Changes to Sec. 2-57 (a), Regular
Meetings — Ordinance Revision. Erkel stated I’ll second. Voss asked any
discussion? Ronning asked if this was being passed by resolution. City Attorney
Sweeney explained that this amendment to the ordinance allows for more flexibility for
the Council to change meeting dates because it makes the language less specific, so
future changes can be made by resolution. To the motion, all in favor say aye. All in
favor. Voss asked any opposed? That motion passes. Motion passes unanimously.

Davis presented the staff report, indicating that due to the increase in the use of
assistance dogs for a variety of medical needs, Council may desire to consider the
exclusion of these classes of dogs from the number that triggers the requirement for a
private kennel license. Council may also desire to include certified government law
enforcement dogs, military service dogs, or search and rescue dogs in this exemption.

City Council discussed a recommendation of changes to the City Ordinance relating to
the exemption of service dogs from the kennel license requirements at the February 4,
2019 Council Work Meeting and continued this discussion at both the February 25,
2019 City Council Meeting and the March 4, 2019 Work Meeting. Amendments to the
draft of the Ordinance are contained in Attachment 1 and address the concerns of
Council as to number types of assistance dogs qualifying for exemption.

For the purpose of this proposed Ordinance amendment the term service dog shall
mean any dog that is individually trained to do work or perform tasks for the benefit of
an individual with a disability, including a physical, sensory, psychiatric, intellectual,
or other mental disability as defined by the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA).

For the purpose of this proposed Ordinance amendment the term therapy dogs shall
mean obedience and temperament-trained dogs that have particular qualities
conducive to visit settings such as hospitals, senior centers, care facilities, and schools.

For the purpose of this proposed Ordinance amendment, it is recommended that
Council include certified government law enforcement dogs, military service dogs, or
search and rescue dogs in this exemption. Staff recommends that Council consider
approval of the amendments to Chapter 10, Article 2, Division 2, Sec. 10-54 as
presented in Attachment 1.

Erkel stated I’ll make a motion to approve the amendments to Chapter 10, Article
2, Division 2, Sec. 10-54 as presented in Attachment 1. Plaisance stated I’ll
second. Voss asked any discussion? To the motion, all in favor say aye. All in favor.
Voss asked any opposed? That motion passes. Motion passes unanimously.

Davis stated that he would like to schedule a Finance Committee meeting with himself,

Councilmember Plaisance and Mayor Voss in the next week or so to come up with

guidelines for the upcoming 2020 budget. He announced that spring road weight

restrictions go into effect Friday, March 15, 2019 at 12:01 a.m. and could last until the
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beginning of May.

Harrington stated that last Thursday, there was a Sunrise Watershed meeting and they
are planning to finish up the 10-year management plan at their April meeting at which
time it will be distributed to the cities for review. He stated that there is a public
hearing for the Upper Rum ten-year management plan on March 13, 2019, at Oak
Grove City Hall at 7:00 to 10:00 p.m. He stated that Thursday, March 14, 2019, is the
16" annual Empty Bowl fundraiser for NACE.

Erkel attended the Planning Commission meeting and noted that there is a Booster Day
meeting next Thursday that is open to everyone.

Ronning noted that the Roads Commission will meet tomorrow.

Plaisance stated that the Parks Commission meeting is on Wednesday and he has a
prior commitment and will be unable to attend. He noted that Councilmember
Ronning has agreed to attend in his place.

Voss stated that there has been a lot of snow this winter and now there will be a lot of
water. He stated that he had cleaned out the catch basins near his home and
encouraged residents to clear theirs out too. He stated that if residents have flooding
problems to call the City.

None.

Sweeney stated thank you Mr. Mayor. For the benefit of the public, we’d note that at
this time the Council’s about to go into Closed Session for the purpose of purchase or
sale of real property under Minnesota Statute 13D.0, sub. 3(c), Property Identification
#32-33-23-12-0007.

This Closed Session will be tape recorded as required by Statute with that tape being
maintained for a period of two years. The Council will come back into Open Session
after having concluded its Closed Session and announce if there are any actions taken
during the course of the Closed Session. With that being said, Mr. Mayor, I
recommend that a motion be made to go into Closed Session for the purposes I've
indicated.

Ronning stated I’ll make a motion to go into Closed Session at 8:24 p.m. for the
purposes that City Attorney’s indicated. Harrington stated I’ll second. Voss asked
any discussion? All in favor say aye? All in favor. Voss asked any opposed? That
motion passes. Motion passes unanimously.

Sweeney stated thank you Mr. Mayor. For the benefit of the public and for the record,
we note the Council’s back into Open Session after having concluded a Closed Session
which was attended by City Administrator Davis, the full City Council and himself.
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No formal action was taken.

With that being said, Mr. Mayor, that concludes the summary report required.
9.0 Harrington stated I’ll make a motion to adjourn. Plaisance stated I’ll second.
Adjourn Voss asked any discussion? To the motion, all in favor say aye. All in favor. Voss
asked any opposed? That motion passes. Motion passes unanimously.

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Agenda Item: Concept/Preliminary Plat - Prairie Pines.
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Requested Action: Consider approval of Concept/Preliminary Plat for Prairie Pines subdivision.
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Background Information:

Mr. Steve Strandlund of Carrington Development (the Developer) and Mr. James Rushfeldt (the
Owner) have submitted a preliminary plat for approval of a 16 lot residential development.

The 73 acre site is located in the northwest corner of the City and is accessed by 2415 and 243"
Avenues which are City of Bethel Streets. 245" Avenue accesses the site on the north but the
travel portion of this road fronting the proposed plat is entirely in Athens Township. The lots
would range from 2 acres to 7 acres in size, with an average lot size of 4.3 acres. The property is
zoned Rural Residential and the primary access would be from 243 Avenue. The Developer
has submitted his plans to the City of Bethel and their comments dated February 25, 2019 are
presented in Attachment 1.

The Developer presented the concept plan for Prairie Pines to the Planning Commission at their
December 18, 2018 Meeting. As a result of this meeting, the concept plan was modified and the
Preliminary Plat was presented to the Planning Commission at their February 26, 2019 for their

review and the required public hearing required for preliminary plat approval.

At the public hearing there were three residents from the City of Bethel and one East Bethel
resident who spoke in opposition to access to the development from 2415t and 243" Avenues.
One East Bethel resident who lives on 245" Avenue commented on the potential impact of
traffic on this street from the proposed subdivision. City of Bethel Councilperson Richard
Wiitala expressed concerns of the City of Bethel that needed to be addressed but indicated that
their City had taken no action regarding the extension of 243™ Avenue to access the site.

After the considering comments from the public hearing and discussing the proposal, the
Planning Commission recommended approval of the Concept/Preliminary Plat for Prairie Pines
dated 1/29/19 and revised February 25, 2019 by a 6 to 1 vote with Commission Member Terry
voting no.

The approval of the preliminary plat was discussed at the March 11, 2019 City Council Meeting

but was tabled until additional information regarding a proposal to improve 245 Avenue was

provided to Council. Additional comments from the City of Bethel were presented at the March

11, 2019 Council Meeting and are included as Attachment 7. Their latest statements express
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the need to improve 245" Avenue as a condition of their approval for access from 243" Avenue
to serve Prairie Pines.

The specific information that Council requested was:
e City costs for the realighment of 245t™ Avenue to the true centerline of the easement;
and
e Comments of impacted East Bethel residents that would be affected by this
improvement.

The Developer has offered at their expense to do all the grading to prepare the entire length of
245%™ Avenue to the City of East Bethel’s subgrade and road width standards. This would include
any improvements that involve wetlands and storm water ponds. Athens Township offered to
supply the necessary Class V surfacing material. The City of East Bethel’s cost are estimated to
be $48,000 for the wetlands credits, clearing and grubbing of 0.7 acres of dense tree cover, an
allowance for drainage and project overhead for engineering costs.

Connexus may relocate the electrical service at their expense but this has not been confirmed.
It is not known at this time if Anoka County would require improvements to the intersection of
245™ and University Avenue. Should a right turn lane be required it is estimated that this cost
to the City could range from $40,000 to over $50,000. The City could see costs for our portion
of the realignment to range from $48,000 to over $90,000.

Staff contacted the four East Bethel residents accessed by 245™ Avenue by letter both by the
USPS and a hand delivery by the Anoka County Sheriff’s Office. All of the residents responded
by phone and are opposed to the realignment of 245" Avenue to County boundary center line.

The impact of improving 245™ Avenue along its entire length would include:

e The substantial removal of trees in the City easement at 300,400 and 430 245%™ Avenue
of up to 0.7 acres;

e The potential property devaluation of existing residential property accessed by this
street

e The relocation of ten Connexus utility poles at an expense and responsibility to be
determined

e A road relocation that would extend 30-35’ into the front yards of 300, 400, and 614
245% Avenue

e The potential for Anoka/Isanti Highway County Highway Department requirements and
costs for turn or by-pass lanes at University and 245%

e The diversion of City funds for a gravel roads improvement with a corresponding
reduction of monies for scheduled and planned street capital improvement projects in
other areas of the City.

e As this would be a reconstruction project, it would be a major deviation of City policy
regarding the paving requirement for new or substantially reconstructed roads and set a
precedence that would be counter to City’s objectives for paving the remaining gravel
roads in our system.

The value of the realighment of 245™ Avenue along its entire length would be:
e Improvement of the access to the proposed Prairie Pines subdivision
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e Satisfaction of the City of Bethel’s condition for approval of access to the Prairie Pines
subdivision by way of the 243™ Avenue extension

e Improvement of the access for five Athens Township residents accessed by this street
and providing justification for Athens Township for the future paving of 6™ Street and
that portion of 245™ Avenue shared by Athens and East Bethel between 6" Street and
University Avenue

e Provide the most cost effective means of upgrading 245" Avenue as gravel road
improvement if this street were on the priority list for East Bethel projects.

In conclusion, there is limited benefit to the City of East Bethel for the realignment of 245t
Avenue to the true centerline of the 245™ Avenue east of University Avenue.

Thank you for giving the City of Bethel the opportunity to comment on the Prairie Pines Preliminary Plat
application being reviewed by the City of East Bethel. The proposed development includes 16 new
single-family building sites. 15 of the lots would access off of an extension of 243" Avenue from the
City of Bethel. The 16™ lot would access off of a driveway from the end of the 241* Lane cul-de-sac
within the City of Bethel.

In both cases, the built improvements lie within a public right-of-way easement. The cul-de-sacs are not
extended to the adjacent property lines within the City of East Bethel. Therefore, the City of Bethel
considers these undeveloped portions of the right-of-way to be closed.

In order to open these portions of the public right-of-way for an extension of a public road and the
construction of a private driveway, the City of Bethel is requesting that the applicant provide the
following;

¢ The City of Bethel requests that the applicant enter into an escrow agreement and provide an
initial escrow of $2,500 to defray the costs of the Bethel City Engineer to review the final
construction plans for the improvements proposed to be placed within the City of Bethel’s right-
of-way. The construction plans shall include both roadway and stormwater drainage
improvements. Additional securities may be required by the City of Bethel related to
guaranteeing the condition of existing roads and construction monitoring.

Thank you for your time last week. Here is Bethel’s position regarding the Prairie Pines
Development:

1. 245" must be addressed in order for Bethel to support this moving forward. At minimum,
245th Avenue NE road should meet East Bethel’s engineering design standards, attached.
a. It make sense for the road improvements to happen concurrently with this project.
The opportunity will not likely come around again. The necessary road easements are
in place.
b. Bethel requires this for the conveyance of emergency vehicles, buses, garbage trucks

etc. We cannot expect larger vehicles to turn around/backup on 243,

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Background Information:

At the February 25, 2019 City Council Meeting, Council approved Resolution 2019 — 09,
Requesting the Acquisition of Tax Forfeit Property 36-33-23-32-0009 by the City of East Bethel
From the 2018 Anoka County Tax Forfeit Property List.

This resolution approved the purchase of a parcel that contains a city street with only a
prescriptive easement for ingress and egress. The City attempts to obtain by fee simple title or
dedicated right of way/easement to eliminate any potential issues with the ability to maintain
and/or improve streets or install utilities within the public way.

The information on the purchase price and the procedure for the acquisition request of this
property was furnished by Anoka County by e-mail dated February 19, 2019. Based on this
report our cost was 50% of the market value or $1,800 (See Attachment 1).

The City submitted Resolution 2019 — 09 to the County but was notified by e-mail dated March
11, 2019 that the costs to the City would be based on 100% of the market value as the
acquisition did not involve removal of blighted structures. This was not part of the information
we received prior to the approval of Resolution 2019 — 09 (See Attachment 5). An amended
resolution, approving the cost of $3,600, is now required for the submittal of request to
purchase the property.

Staff recommends the City acquire parcel 36-33-23-32-0009 (See Attachments 1 and 2). This
parcel contains a portion of Birch Road. While we have a prescriptive easement for this portion
of the street alignment over this parcel, ownership would be a better option should
improvements to the road be required in the future.

Staff proposes that City Council consider the purchase of tax forfeit property 36-33-23-32-0009
for use as a dedicated road easement.

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Background Information:

The Sunrise River WMO is a joint powers organization consisting of Columbus, East Bethel, Ham
Lake, and Linwood. The SRWMO Joint Powers Agreement provides rules and procedures for
operation of the SRWMO.

Through the SRWMO, the communities jointly address water resources issues in this
watershed. The organization is operated by an appointed board which consists of two
representatives from each member locality. City Councilperson Tim Harington and Citizen
Member Leon Mager are East Bethel’s representatives on the SRWMO.

The SRWMOQ’s draft 2020 budget is submitted to each member City/Township annually for their
comment and approval and is exhibited as Attachment 1. Any requests to modify this budget
need to be submitted to the SRWMO prior to their May 2, 2019 meeting. After that date, and
absent any comments or direction from East Bethel, our portion of the budget would be
considered approved at the level indicated in the attached draft 2020 SRWMO Budget.

During the 2018-19 budget cycles, the SRWMO was required to update its 10-year watershed
management plan. The plan has been completed and the annualized priority projects identified
in that plan are included in the draft 2020 budget proposal. Those 2020 projects listed in the 10
Year Plan are to be implemented as part of the requirements of the Minnesota Board of Soil
and Water Resources (BSWR).

Budgets for 2020 (proposed) and the previous five years are as follows:

2020 $50,000 $15,181
2019 $50,815 $16,023
2018 $48,460 $15,446
2017 $32,705 $10,272
2016 $32,705 $10,272
2015 $47,010 $15,004
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The SRWMO understands that fluctuating budget proposals can be difficult for the members to
accommodate and they recognize the difficulties this can pose. As opposed to levying excess
dollars in years of lesser obligations and carrying those funds forward to years with projected
increased costs, this is still a better budgeting option to deal with these changing requests for
funds.

The proposed 2020 SRWMO Budget is $50,000 as compared to the 2019 budget of $50,185.
East Bethel’s portion of the budget, as presented in Attachment 1, is proposed to be $15,181 or
a decrease of 5.3% from the 2019 City share of $16,023.

Background Information:

The Upper Rum River WMO is a joint powers organization consisting of Bethel, East Bethel,
Ham Lake, Nowthen, Oak Grove and St. Francis. Through the URRWMO, these Cities jointly
address water resources issues in this watershed. The organization is operated by an appointed
board which consists of two representatives from each member locality. The URRWMO Joint
Powers Agreement provides rules and procedures for operation of the organization. City
Councilperson Tim Harington and Citizen Member Radja Lohse are East Bethel’s representatives
on the URRWMO.

The URRWMO's draft 2020 budget is annually submitted to each member City for their input
and is attached for review. Any requests to modify this budget need to be submitted to the
URRWMO prior to their May 7, 2019 meeting. After that date, and absent any comments or
direction from East Bethel, our portion of the budget would be considered approved at the
level indicated for 2020.

Budgets for 2020 (proposed) and the previous two years are as follows:

2020 (proposed) $52,943 $10,462
2019 $33,935 S 7,651
2018 $32,000 S 5,298

The URRWMO understands that fluctuating budget proposals can be difficult for the members
to accommodate and they recognize the difficulties this can pose. As opposed to levying excess
dollars in years of lesser obligations and carrying those funds forward to years with projected
increased costs, this is still a better budgeting option to deal with these changing requests for
funds.

The proposed 2020 URRWMO Budget is $52,943 as compared to the 2019 budget of $33,935.
East Bethel’s portion of the 2020 budget, as presented in Attachment 1, is proposed to be
$10,462 or an increase of 37% from the 2019 City share of $7,651.

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Background Information:

Local Government Aid is a program that utilizes general fund dollars that are collected by the
state through sales and income taxes and returns those monies back to cities by a formula
based on a municipality’s tax capacity. The formula is weighted towards cities with smaller tax
bases that are the product of the age of its housing stock, concentrations of tax exempt
property or cities that are regional employment or tourist centers that have a greater need to
provide services to non-residents.

H.F. 2031 is bill before the Minnesota House of Representatives, authored by District 33A State
Representative Jerry Hertaus. This bill would fund the Governor’s budget proposal of a $30
million dollar increase in LGA funding and create a 2% set aside of the entire LGA appropriation
reserved for Cities that do not qualify for LGA Funding under the current formula. The proposed
change would ensure that no City going forward would off the formula.

If adopted as presented, this would result in East Bethel’s appropriation increasing to $155,440
for 2020.

There was an un-allotment of LGA funding in 2008 which was not reinstated until 2014. The

| am writing to you for the purpose of informing you of a new legislative effort that | have chief authored
to include every city in Minnesota to receive an allocation of dollars resulting from a newly reformed
formula. Briefly, H.F. 2031 fully funds the Governor’s budget proposal of a $ 30 million dollar increase in
LGA funding but additionally creates a 2% set aside of the entire LGA appropriation reserved for cities
that do not qualify for LGA under the current formula. This proposed change will make sure that going
forward no Minnesota city will ever be off the formula into the future. If adopted, as proposed, no city
will experience a decrease in aid from the current formula unless the total appropriation might be
reduced in the future. On the other hand, the 95 cities in Minnesota not currently receiving LGA would

always remain on formula.

If adopted and passed into law, the current proposed language of H.F. 2031 would result in an increased
LGA appropriation of $155,440 for the city of East Bethel. The alternative formula change in H.F 2031
would incorporate two components of formula aid creating a new eligibility for the current cities not
receiving LGA. They are comprised of base aid distribution and per/capita aid distribution.

| would appreciate your administrative support for this legislation by receiving a letter from you on
letterhead either by mail or email to this office as soon as possible. In the spirit of “One Minnesota” it is
time that we recognize that all cities have economic challenges and needs. The current 95 cities
represent 20% of the state’s population. Setting aside 2% of the LGA appropriation as an alternative
formula for communities off formula is a fair compromise to the current formula.

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LGA Formula Key points: 2018

August 2018

1. The 2017 Legislature added $15 million in permanent funding for the LGA program. Bills
aimed to restore total LGA funding to 2002 levels during the 2018 session did not become law.

2. $534m will be sent to cities in 2018 and thereafter.

3. Individual cities’ LGA amounts are certified by the Dept. of Revenue by August 1 each year.
LGA payments are distributed in two equal payments to cities in mid-July and at the end of
December

4. The LGA program is funded by a fixed pool of money. Changes in one city’s LGA amount
can affect what is left for all other cities.

5. The LGA calculation compares a city’s revenue need to its ability to pay (capacity). Refer to
the LGA 101 document for a detailed overview of the formula.

6. There are three different need formulas: one for cities under 2500, one for cities between 2500
and 10,000 and one for cities over 10,000 in population.

7. A city’s capacity is determined by multiplying the city’s tax base (adjusted net tax capacity) by
the statewide average tax rate.

8. Ifthere is a gap, a portion (percentage) of that gap is filled by LGA. The portion filled is the
same for all cities receiving LGA that year. If a city’s capacity exceeds its need, it will not
receive LGA.

9. There are rules to limit how much a city’s LGA can decrease from year to year. Beginning
with aids payable in 2015, no city’s aid can decrease by more than 5% of its previous year’s
levy or $10 per capita.

10. Aid bases—Ilike those for regional centers, special circumstances (e.g. flooding), small cities,
and new jobs base—were eliminated in the 2013 reforms in order to simplify the LGA
calculations.
