Agenda Item: City Council Minutes Format Discussion and Options

Background Material:

TimeSavers Off Site Secretarial Service, Inc. has prepared the City Council minutes since April 2,
2014. Over the course of their work, there have been several discussions regarding the type of
minutes City Council has preferred. These have ranged from “semi-verbatim” type to summary
minutes with the “detailed style” minutes (see Attachment 2) having been the standard since
2015.

Carla Wirth, President and CEO of Timesavers, will present options to City Council regarding
different forms of minute formats that can be produced and present these to Council for review
and discussion. Ms. Wirth has provided a comparison of the options available for minutes using an
excerpt from our April 3, 2023 Work Meeting, Agenda Item 4.0 — Ordinance Amendments to
outline the differences between the alternatives.

Attachment 1 was presented to Council at the April 3, 2023 Work Meeting and provided an
estimate as to the cost of verbatim transcripts.

Thank you for contacting TimeSaver to request a price estimate to prepare verbatim transcripts for
the East Bethel City Council. As you know, TimeSaver 2023 rates are as follows with the highest
rate prevailing:

a. Base Rate: One Hundred Fifty-Nine and 00/100 dollars ($159.00) for any meeting up to
one (1) hour (billable time) plus Thirty-Seven and 75/100 dollars ($37.75) for each thirty
(30) minutes following the first one (1) hour; or

b. Unit Rate: Fifty-One and 00/00 dollars ($51.00) for the first hour of meeting time and
Thirty-Four and 00/100 dollars ($34.00) for every hour after the first hour_plus Sixteen
and 00/100 dollars ($16.00) for each page of draft minutes for submission to the City of
East Bethel for their preparation of final minutes.

Due to the number of pages generated via verbatim transcript, the invoicing would always fall to
the unit rate as detailed above.

Based on the City Council meetings held so far in 2023, the cost would increase from $2,471.50
for the full-detail minutes East Bethel is currently receiving, to $4,275.00 for a verbatim transcript.
This transcript estimate is based on our experience with preparing transcripts for another
municipality that range from 17-19 pages per one hour of meeting time. Please see the attached
spreadsheet that is based on 17 pages per one hour of meeting time for the transcript.

Davis presented the staff report as included in the April 3, 2023 Work Meeting packet and provided

for the Council’s review.

The Council discussed the ordinance amendments as proposed by Smith and potential impacts.

Discussion points included costs for inspections, adding clarity and ease of understanding, addressing
County and Watershed grants, impact of reducing pole building architectural standards and increasing

storage height, and potential benefit of easing restrictions to attract and retain businesses.

Following discussion, agreement was reached to make the following revisions: City staff would look up

grants, removal of the 12-foot height restriction on exterior storage, referring the matter to the
Planning Commission for their recommendation.

Davis stated staff would send this to the Planning Commission on April 25, 2023 to hold the public
hearing and this would come back to the Council in May.

Davis presented the staff report indicating Smith requested an amendment of Chapter 74, Article IV,
Section 74-95 — Identification and Upgrading of Substandard Sewage Treatment Facility. The existing
ordinance section and proposed change are exhibited in Attachment 1 to Council’s packet.

Smith stated the reasons he brought this is because now, if a resident wants to do something they had
to pull a permit and a lot of people who worked on their own homes either did not know or even if
they did know, they were not interested in pulling a permit. He reviewed estimated costs for a
certified inspection and belief this would scare a lot of people from pulling a permit for any work. He
wrote this amendment so it would be easier for people. Davis believed this only applied to an addition
or alteration to existing plumbing, but it did make it clearer.

Lewis believed this was a good change and would clarify it, noting the trigger would become the
owner of the property rather than a City employee to make a determination about a substandard or
insufficient sewer system. Davis noted that was not something the City did.

Smith commented on the purpose of adding Item D to address County grants. Harrington noted the
watershed also had grant funds available.

Mundle suggested revising D from City Administrator to the City staff. Smith noted the City
Administrator was in charge and the building official would be making the decision.

Following discussion, it was agreed to revise this wording to indicate City staff would look up grants.

Davis presented Councilperson Miller’s requested amendments and indicated the proposed redline
changes are exhibited in Attachment 2 to Council’s packet. He noted amendments to these ordinance
sections will require a public hearing have to be approved at a regular Council meeting.

Miller commented on the purpose of the architectural standards to ensure the exterior of the
structures were well designed and crafted by standards of architectural designs. He did not suggest a
lot of changes as what was there was a good starting point but actually was too much and deterred
businesses in a sense.

Smith and Lewis believed these were good changes.

Mundle asked questions relating to number 2-2 on page 6, pole type building materials, and whether
the amended wording would meet architectural standards. Miller noted not everyone has money to
build with brick, there are pole buildings along Highway 65 that had been redone, and this made it
easier to open a business. Smith stated it looked good to him.

Mundle inquired about page 9, 4(a)(3) exterior storage not exceeding 12 feet in height. Miller
explained why that wording was removed to make it easier, along with the setbacks, to allow people
to have storage for their business on their facility.

Mundle addressed the perspective of a neighboring business if there was not height restriction and
someone put storage 20 feet high along the fence line and it blocked the neighboring businesses
views, etc. Miller did not believe 12 feet was high enough for these businesses and he was open to
extend it to the roof line of the building to. Miller did not know if there was a way to incorporate the
best of both worlds with the goal of opening up the back yard to allow the businesses to bring in more
inventory to use.

Davis stated one other consideration was expanding the square footage of the existing storage which
would give more space so they would not need more height.

Lewis stated he would just go with it and see what happens, noting the point was to make it easier for
existing businesses to use their property and more enticing for businesses to come to the City. Smith
agreed that too many rules was not good. Lewis stated it discouraged people from investing in the
City. Smith stated they did not want to do that.

Lewis relayed a conversation he had with someone who wanted to acquire land but restrictions were
holding him back from doing it, which he felt was common. He described obstacles with running a
business.

Miller noted implementing these changes, he believed businesses would benefit from it. Lewis agreed
and stated the number one thing that sells business people on locating at a place was having a city
that wanted to work with businesses. He noted the plan didn’t govern, it was a guideline, but when
circumstances changed, realty trumps the plan every time.

Davis asked if they wanted to keep the 12-foot height restriction or modify it. Lewis, Smith and Miller
agreed to take it out.

Davis stated he was informed by the City Attorney that traditionally these Ordinance changes
regarding zoning were referred back to the Planning Commission for their recommendations.
However, the State Statute reads it can go to the Planning Commission or the governing body. Lewis
stated he wanted to work with the Planning Commission and do exactly what was called for.

Davis stated staff would send this to the Planning Commission on April 25 to have the public hearing
and this would come back to the Council in May.

Davis presented the staff report indicating Councilperson Jim Smith requested an amendment of
Chapter 74, Article IV, Section 74-95 — Identification and Upgrading of Substandard Sewage
Treatment Facility. The existing ordinance section and proposed change are exhibited in Attachment
1 to Council’s packet.

Smith stated the reason he brought this up was because he was reading the older Ordinance and the
way he read it was if a resident wants to do something they had to pull a permit and a lot of people
who worked on their own homes they either did not know or even if they did know, they were not
interested in pulling a permit. He indicated to get a certified inspection it could be $S600 at least and if
they have to upgrade, depending on what it is, would be anywhere from $15,000 or more. To him, he
believed this would scare off a lot of people from pulling a permit for any work. In his opinion, he
wrote this up so it would be easier and people would not have to have a septic inspection to putin a
door, window, or siding on their home. To make it easier and have people not be afraid to pull a
permit, he felt this was necessary. Davis believed this really only applied to an addition or alteration to
existing plumbing, but it did make it clearer and spelled it out better.

Smith noted for the larger thing he could understand why it was necessary, but not for the little things.

Lewis believed this was a good change and it could clarify it. He noted the trigger would become of
owner of the property rather than a City employee who would make a determination about a
substandard or insufficient sewer system. Davis noted that was not something the City did.

Smith noted the purpose of adding Item D was if the County had some kind of a grant. Davis
responded the County did have some programs but the big problem with that was did have some
grant funds available.

Harrington noted the watershed also had grant funds available.

Mundle asked on D, could they change the City Administrator to the City staff. Smith noted the City
Administrator was the one in charge and the building official would be making the decision.

Mundle asked who would be looking up grants. Smith stated it could be changed so the City staff did
that work. He indicated he had no problem with that. Davis responded that change would be made.

Davis noted this needed to go to a Council meeting for approval along with a public hearing needs to
be held.

Davis indicated the proposed redline changes are exhibited in Attachment 2 to Council’s packet.

Davis noted amendments to these ordinance sections will require a Public Hearing have to be
approved at a regular Council meeting.

Miller stated the purpose of the architectural standards was to ensure the exterior of the structures
were well designed and crafted by standards of architectural designs. He noted he did not suggest a
lot of changes as what was there was a good starting point but it actually was too much and he
believed it deterred businesses in a sense.

Smith and Lewis believed these were good changes.

Mundle asked on number 2-2 on page 6 where pole type building materials was stricken, was that to
make it possible for pole buildings to be the primary structure. Miller replied that was correct.

Mundle asked if the pole building would meet architectural standards. Miller noted not everyone
would have the money to build with brick, but if they looked at Highway 65 there were some pole
buildings that had been redone and this made it easier on opening up a business or getting an existing
one. He noted there were not a lot of changes being made.

Smith stated it looked good to him.

Mundle inquired on page 9, 4(a)(3) exterior storage cannot exceed 12 feet in height. Miller stated he
took that out of there as there were already businesses have storage in excess of 12 feet and it was
not as if they were getting rid of something the City was enforcing but this made it easier along with
the setbacks for the rear of the building, etc. to allow people to have storage for their business on
their facility. He noted right now it was very limited.

Mundle asked if they wanted a height restriction. Miller responded he did not know.

Mundle stated he was thinking about the perspective of a neighboring business if there was not height
restriction and someone put storage 20 feet right along the fence line and it blocked the neighboring
businesses views, etc. where they had some sort of a complaint that the 20-foot height they didn’t like
it for some reason. He saw this as an issue.

Miller did not believe 12 feet was high enough for these businesses and to extend it to the roof line of
the building he was open to. He stated he saw Mundle’s point, but he has situations where a business
was not by other businesses that they would like to utilize that.

Miller did not know if there was a way to incorporate the best of both worlds to see if they could make
it a maximum of something, but the main goal was to open up the back yard to allow the businesses to
bring in more inventory to use.

Lewis advocated going with it and see if it became a problem instead of anticipating a problem in

advance and try to prevent it. He stated would this be an issue. He indicated from a practical

standpoint the lift on a forklift outdoors to get things off there was a practical limit as to how high they
generally went. He stated practically speaking the reach for a fork life was 15 feet in most cases or less.

Davis stated one other consideration was expanding the square footage of the existing storage which
would give them more space too so they would not need more height. He could only think of one
location in the City where there was storage higher than 12 feet. He did not think this was a common
problem and it could be addressed down the road if this came up.

Lewis stated he would just go with it and just see what happens. He indicated the whole point of
these things was to make it easier for existing businesses to use their property that they paid for and
paid taxes for as much as they could so they didn’t need an extra site for storage, etc. and to make it
more enticing for businesses to come to the City because they didn’t have a rule about everything they
can possibly think of. He stated he was a libertarian so stuff like this grated his gears real good
because it was like people who had no money invested had all of the control over how they used their
facility. He indicated he would not be loving it if he had a million dollars in a facility and he wanted to
store stuff that happened to be 13 feet high. He stated this was ridiculous.

Smith agreed that too many rules was not good. Lewis stated it discouraged people from investing in
the City. Smith stated they did not want to do that.

Miller stated right now they were limited with what they could use behind there and that was going
to...

Lewis interrupted and stated he was just talking to a guy the other day who wanted to acquire land
and it was because of what the restrictions are as to what he could do with it that was holding him
back from doing it. He indicated this a common thing whether they were already here or wanted to
come. He noted they had enough obstacles running a business these days supplied by the Federal and
State governments and they didn’t need to be doing it on the local level too. He complimented Miller
on this heavy lifting kind of work. He indicated Ordinances were not war and peace and were not
captivating in anyway and to plow through them and look as to how to make changes to make it more
doable for people who have businesses here or to be attracted here was the heavy lifting part of the
work and so he complimented him. Miller thanked Lewis. Lewis noted he was glad it wasn’t him and
that he didn’t have to do it.

Miller noted implementing these changes, he believed businesses would benefit from it. Lewis
agreed. Miller stated this was what they wanted to do.

Lewis stated the number one think that sells business people on locating at a place was having a city
that wanted to work with businesses. He stated from having done corporate planning is that plans are
written to be changed. He stated nobody with any sense who was in that work said that they couldn’t
do it because the plan said something. He noted the plan didn’t govern and it was just a guideline, but
when circumstances changed because they can’t anticipate every circumstance, realty trumps the plan
every time and that is just the way the real world works.

Davis asked if they wanted to keep the 12-foot in there or modify it. Lewis stated he thought it was
deleted. Smith and Miller agreed to take it out.

Smith thanked Miller also.

Davis stated the question remains, as he was informed by the City Attorney, that traditionally these
Ordinance changes regarding zoning were referred back to the Planning Commission for their
recommendations. However, the State Statute reads it can go to the Planning Commission or the
governing body. He stated if this went to the Planning Commission it would go to them on the 25t

Background Material:
The City Finance Committee met with a potential purchaser for the Cambia Hills

facility on Tuesday, April 4, 2023. The purchaser is Nexus Family Healing and they
propose to provide the same service that was offered by the Hills Group.

Nexus and Certas representatives will also attend the Work Meeting. As Certas is
the court appointed receiver representing the previous owner’s trustee, they are
present only as observers. The ISD School Board Chairperson and Superintendent
have also be invited to attend.

Community Services (the “Borrower”)

The City of East Bethel (the “City”) has received a request from the Borrower, that the City
issue tax-exempt bonds in the maximum amount of $10,000,000 (the “Bonds”), and loan the
proceeds thereof to the Borrower to finance a portion of the acquisition and equipping of a
residential psychiatric treatment facility located in the City (the “Project”). The Borrower has
requested the City of Ham Lake finance the other portion of the Project (approximately
$7,000,000). After completion of the acquisition, the Borrower will lease the Project to its affiliate,
Nexus Family Healing.

Cities in the State of Minnesota are authorized pursuant to Minnesota Statutes, Sections
469.152 through 469.165, as amended (the “Act”), to issue tax-exempt bonds in their name on
behalf of certain revenue-producing enterprises. Because the interest on tax-exempt bonds
issued by cities are exempt from gross income for federal income purposes, purchasers will
purchase the bonds and offer cities reduced interest rates, which rates can be passed along to
qualifying borrowers. In this case, the Borrower will be able to finance a portion of the Project at
a lower interest rate than a conventional financing would allow by having the City issue the Bonds
and loan the proceeds thereof to the Borrower. This will have a beneficial impact on the
Borrower’s cash flow and enhance the Borrower’s ability to provide services and create economic
development in and around the City. Since Bremer Bank has agreed to be the purchaser of the
Bonds (i.e., the lender for the Borrower), issuing no more than $10,000,000 of Bonds also allows
for a better “bank qualified” interest rate which further helps the Borrower. The City of Ham Lake
is expected to issue less than $10,000,000 of “bank qualified” bonds as well.

Authority of Municipalities to Issue Revenue Debt

The City is authorized pursuant the Act to issue the Bonds to defray the cost of any
“project” as defined at Section 469.153, subdivision 2 of the Act. These types of financings are
commonly referred to as “conduit” transactions because the City acts as a conduit between the
purchasers of the Bonds and the Borrower. The bonds are issued by the City and sold to the
bond purchasers (in this case, Bremer Bank). The proceeds of the sale of the Bonds are then
loaned to the Borrower pursuant to a Loan Agreement in which the Borrower agrees to make
payments pursuant to the Loan Agreement corresponding to the payments on the Bonds.

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Revenue Bonds Are Not Constitutional Debt of the Issuing Municipality

The City is not liable for repaying the Bonds and the Bonds are payable only from the
amounts paid by the Borrower under the Loan Agreement. In fact, Bonds issued pursuant to the
Act are statutorily prohibited from being debt of the City within any state constitutional provision.
The Act provides statutory protection to the City in Section 469.162, which reads:

Subdivision 1. Restrictions on payment. Revenue bonds issued under sections 469.152
to 469.165 shall not be payable from nor charged upon any funds other than the revenue
pledged to their payment, except as provided in this section, nor shall the municipality
or redevelopment agency issuing the same be subject to any liability on them. No
holder of the bonds shall ever have the right to compel any exercise of the taxing power
of the municipality or redevelopment agency to pay the bonds or the interest thereon,
except as provided in subdivision 21, nor to enforce payment of them against any property
of the municipality or redevelopment agency except those projects, or portions thereof,
mortgaged or otherwise encumbered under the provisions and for the purpose of sections
469.152 to 469.165.

The documents providing for the loan from the City to the Borrower, the Bond itself, and
the authorizing proceedings for the Bonds will clearly state the non-liability of the City in order to
put bond purchasers on notice that the Bonds will not constitute debt of the City. In particular,
Section 469.162 of the Act requires that the Bonds “recite in substance that the bond, including
interest thereon, is payable solely from the revenue pledged to its payment.”

No City funds or tax dollars are being provided to or on behalf of the Borrower. The
Borrower is responsible for reimbursing the City for any direct costs incurred related to the
issuance of the Bonds, including costs for publication of notice or other expenses. Our fees as
Bond Counsel to the City will be paid directly by the Borrower. The City will not bear any expense
in connection with its role in the financing.

Bank-Qualification

The Bonds are proposed to be issued as “bank-qualified bonds.” Bank-qualified bonds are
a subset of tax-exempt bonds that were created to encourage banks to invest in tax-exempt bonds
from smaller, less-frequent municipal bond issuers.

Section 265(b)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (the “Code”) permits partial
deductibility of a financial institution’s interest expense allocable to acquiring tax-exempt bonds if,
among other things, the tax-exempt bond is issued by an issuer that does not reasonably
anticipate issuing in excess of $10,000,000 in tax-exempt bonds during the calendar year of the
bond issue (i.e., a qualified small issuer). Bonds issued in accordance with Section 265(b)(3) are,
therefore, referred to as “bank-qualified bonds” or, more technically, as “qualified tax-exempt
obligations.”

" Subdivision 2 has been repealed.

With bank-qualified bonds, issuers obtain lower rates by selling bonds to investors that
realize the tax-exempt benefit. As a result, bank-qualified bonds typically carry a lower rate than
non-bank-qualified tax-exempt bonds.

If issued, the proposed Bonds would count against the City’s $10,000,000 limit for
purposes of bank qualification, leaving no room for the City to issue other tax-exempt bondsd for
its own governmental purposes during calendar year 2023. It is our understanding that the City
does not presently intend to issue any of its own bonds during 2023.

City Revenues

The City may charge the Borrower an issuance fee for its services in connection with Bond
financing.

Fees and Expenses

If the City issues the proposed Bonds, the Borrower will be required to pay all direct and
indirect expenses of the City and indemnify and hold the City harmless against any liability related
to the issuance of the Bonds. As the City’s bond counsel, Dorsey would prepare the bond
documents and represent the City’s interests in the financing, but our fees (as well as the fees of
all other parties involved with the financing) would be paid by the Borrower.

Procedures for Issuing Revenue Bonds

A public hearing is required in order to issue conduit bonds of this type. Accordingly, we
would ask the City Council to hold two meetings on this matter.

At the first meeting (potentially May 8), the City Council would consider a resolution calling
for a public hearing on the Bonds and preliminarily authorizing their issuance. At a subsequent
council meeting (potentially June 12, the City Council would hold the public hearing and then
consider a resolution authorizing the City to issue the Bonds, and authorizing the Mayor and City
Administrator to execute the Bonds, the related documents and closing certificates. Between the
May and June meetings, Dorsey would publish a notice of public hearing in the City’s official
newspaper. The public notice must be published more than 14 days before the hearing.

In addition to public hearing and meeting requirements, the State of Minnesota
Department of Economic Development must approve the Project and the Bonds. Our firm will
work with the City and the Borrower to complete an application for State approval.

Our Role as Bond Counsel

Our office will prepare each of the documents and proceedings necessary to close the
transaction in order to ensure compliance with the necessary state and federal legal requirements.
On the day of closing and issuance of the Bonds we intend to issue our opinion stating, among
other things, that all steps required to be taken by the City to issue the Bonds have been
completed, that interest on the Bonds is exempt from taxation under the Code, and that the Bonds
are not general obligations or indebtedness of the City within the meaning of any constitutional or

statutory limitation, and do not constitute or give rise to a pecuniary liability of the City or a charge
against the general credit or taxing powers of the City.

Background Information:

At the March 27, 2023 City Council Meeting, Council was presented with an update on the progress of
updating the Sunrise River WM) JPA and member funding formula. Council was advised that the Sunrise River
Water Management Organization (SRWMO) conducted meetings on October 4 and 19, December 6, 2022 and
March 1, 2023 with City Administrators and Council member liaisons from each member municipality to
discuss amendments to the Joint Powers Agreement (JPA) that would update the agreement to align with
current state statutes and consider a new funding formula for assigning costs to the members. This JPA was
adopted in 1985 and has been amended just once in 2010. That amendment only changed the timing of
invoices to the members from an annual to a semi-annual basis.

These meetings did not produce any resolution on a funding formula that would be acceptable to all the
members (East Bethel, Columbus, Ham Lake and Linwood) with Ham Lake being the only dissenter to an
agreement.

After the March 1, 2023 Meeting, which included representatives from the Board of Water and Soil Resources
(BWSR), the DNR and the Anoka County Attorney’s Office, Ham Laker remained resolute in their position on
the funding formula and the requirement for ratification of the proposed annual budget. Ham Lake’s stance
on this matter was unchanged even as attorneys made clear at our March 1 meeting, that state law prohibits
requiring unanimous ratification of budgets. MN statute 103B211 Subd. 1(c) states decisions by a joint powers
board may not require more than a majority vote, except a decision on a capital improvement project, which
may require no more than a two-thirds vote.

The funding formula remains a point of contention. The most recent Ham Lake council meeting reaffirmed
that their city will accept only one option with that option being 4-A (see Attachment 1). The financial impacts
are summarized as follows:

Financial Impact Summary:

The table above summarizes the impact of accepting Ham Lake's preference of 4A for the funding
formula in a typical year should there be agreement to accept option 4A over our current formula.
Ham Lake will pay $1,357 less than the current funding formula. Columbus pays $1,180 less, East

Bethel pays $222 more and Linwood pays $2315 more.

The table above summarizes the impact in a typical year should there be agreement to accept option
4A over 4B (which 3 of the communities originally recommended as a compromise but Ham Lake did
not accept). Ham Lake will pay $938 less in option 4A compared to 4b, Columbus would pay $367 less,
East Bethel pays $215 more and Linwood pays $ 1,090 more).

The committee (SRWMO representatives from Columbus, East Bethel and Linwood) wants to clarify that
funding formula 4a, favored by Ham Lake, does not differentiate between operating and non-operating
expense, it applies the funding formula to the total budget. Ultimately, Ham Lake would accept option 4a and
that is what we could offer if all three of our cities agree to this compromised offer. The committee suggested
we use this revised list of possible options to request our respective councils/boards to consider.

The City of Columbus would accept Option 3 and this proposal is detailed as follows:

Funding Formula - Proposal: We accept Ham Lake’s desire for 4A. Rationale: The dollar impact for
each of us is relatively small compared to the cost of fighting this out should they push back legally.
Also, the proposed amendments would allow a further examination and modification of the funding
formula in the future should that be desired, without the risk of the current stonewalling we are
getting.

Council reps - Proposal: We accept Ham Lake not being required to have a council member on the
WMQ'’s. Rationale: They've heard the arguments. We’ll never force a council member to show up
and engage anyway.

Budget ratification - Proposal: Ham Lake accepts that budgets can’t be unanimously ratified.
Rationale: It’s not legal. We've heard this from a state, a county and a city attorney. If they disagree
to this term then we ask Ham Lake to have their attorney provide a written opinion for the group to
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consider supporting their stance (it's on them to provide the evidence that they are correct in their
interpretation of the statute, not Troy who is paid by the other cities).

e Proposal: Ham Lake must also authorize $1,000 to finalize JPA costs. Rationale: The other three cities
have authorized this and the main reason we are in the position of having to authorize more funding is
because they have not engaged in a constructive way towards reaching a mutually agreeable
resolution.

Should Ham Lake agree to the proposal, the outcomes of this would be:

e Ham Lake gets 2 of the 3 things they want. The 3rd isn’t legally allowed.

e It will likely result in a significant savings from avoiding the WMO reorganization or mediation should
Ham Lake push back on the legality of the process to amend the JPA or withdraw from the JPA after we
finalize the amendment (which would require a further amendment and interfacing with County/BWSR
on how it would work to have the County act on Ham Lake's behalf). This would be a win for all parties.

e | think it would be looked upon favorably by BWSR and the County that we exhausted all efforts to
compromise and give Ham Lake to respond to Ham Lake’s concerns, within legal limits, in an effort to
bring this to resolution. If Ham Lake rejects this offer, it is hard to envision how they would possibly
have any standing in mediation or in court

e Budget ratification or any other situation other than capital projects can no longer be held hostage by
one party of the JPA. The revised JPA has a process for any budget concerns to heard and addressed.

At the April 11" Linwood Town Board meeting, their supervisors voiced their frustration with Ham Lake’s
decisive position and unanimously supported the decision to dissolve the current JPA agreement and move
toward reforming a new JPA with East Bethel and Columbus.

They state that, “The annual costs that Linwood Township incurs to maintain the many projects that have
benefited the community far outweighs the amount that Ham Lake pays to be a supporting part of the JPA.
Paying for the “lights on” portion of the SRWMO is the cost of doing business. No different than being asked to
pay an equal share of the 25% of the Anoka County Fire Protection Council RMA software, and then the
remaining costs are split according to the population it serves”.

As Linwood seems to be firm with their decision, the SRWMO Committee will be meeting shortly after East
Bethel expresses their position on the matter to come to a mutual understanding as to our next step in
resolving the impasse with Ham Lake.

The Sunrise River Watershed Management Organization (SRWMO) board has developed
its recommended 2023 budget. It must be ratified by each member community before it
becomes final. Please consider ratification no later than April 7. Notifications can be
sent to jamie.schurbon@anokaswcd.org.

We mindful of the source of budgeted dollars — our taxpaying neighbors. We begin
budgeting with planned expenses in our 10-year Watershed Management Plan, which
was approved by member communities and the State. Then, we spend several hours
evaluating whether each planned project is still a priority and alternatives to reduce costs.
In most years, our process results in reductions.

Our 2023 budget is 11% lower than the amount in our Watershed Management Plan.
We achieved this reduction by cutting work that was not ready to be implemented and
unlikely to be awarded grant dollars. Looking at the last three years, our actual budget
requests to member communities have been 11-20% below Plan amounts. Plan amounts
are capped at $50,000/yr.

For larger projects, our budgets are nearly always for grant match, not the actual project
cost. Since 2014 we and our partners have secured over $1.1M in grants. Most
grants require 10% to 25% local match. In this way, we multiply local dollars.

Background Material:

Councilmember Tim Miller has requested that City Council review City Ordinance Appendix A —
Zoning, Section 10-4, Accessory Storage Containers. That section of the ordinance reads,
“Accessory storage containers, as defined in Section 01. General Provisions of Administration, are not a
permitted use within the City of East Bethel.”

The definition of an accessory storage container is found in Appendix A — Zoning, Section 1 -9
Definitions, and reads as; Accessory storage container: A container placed outdoors and used for

the storage of goods, materials, or merchandise that is used in connection with a lawful principal or
accessory use of the lot. The term "accessory storage container" includes, but is not limited

to, containers such as boxcars, semi-trailers, roll-off containers, slide-off containers, railroad cars,
piggyback containers, and portable moving and storage containers. The term

"accessory storage containers" does not include a garage, barn, or storage shed accessory to a dwelling
provided such structure is not of a type designed, equipped, or customarily used for over-the-road
transport of goods, materials, or merchandise.

The City permitted the use of a storage container in a rural residential zone on November 8,
2021 (See Attachment 1) but only with the condition that the exterior contained architectural
features and was framed and sided with material and of a color that matched the finish of the
home. Complaints related to this type of accessory structure have resulted in removal of 4 of
these units over the past 6 years.

Options for modification or the removal of the prohibition of these containers could include but
not be limited to:

1. Allowance of these units in all zoning districts with only setback requirements,

2. Allowance of these units in limited zoning districts with restrictions on location and
requirements for screening;

3. Allowance of these units in limited zoning districts with restrictions on location and
requiring exterior finishes of the container units that match the materials and color of the
principal structure on the site; or

4. Any of the above but with lot size restrictions required to accommodate set back and
screening requirements that would set the standard for use or prohibition of the units;

5. Other considerations as appropriate.

New appointees shall assume office at the first meeting following
appointment. Every appointed commission member and committee members that serve on a committee
composed of more than two councilpersons shall take an oath of office that he/she will faithfully execute the
duties of that office. All vacancies shall be filled in the same manner as for an expired term, but the appointment
shall be only for the unexpired term.
